IELTS Examination 
 
Those of you who are studying full-time English or who need to gain a 
particular IELTS level to progress to your next level of study will need 
to enter for the examination at Bangor University at the end of May or 
June.  Most of you have done this already through Sarah.  If you need 
to take an IELTS exam and have not already been entered please see 
Sarah immediately or contact her on 01492 546 666 ext 590. 
 
End of Term Arrangements 
 
If you are considering returning home during the summer or taking on full-time work please 
check the end dates of your course with your tutors or with staff in the International Office.  
You are reminded that you must not commence full time work until after the official end date 
of your course.  Please let the International Office know what you will be doing over the 
summer break. 
 
Summer School  
 
The College will continue to offer English language classes for 15 hours per week through the 
summer (with the exception of the first 2 weeks in July).  For some of you these classes are 
included in your course of study, particularly those of you who started your course from 
January 2010 onwards.  You will be required to attend these classes to comply with TIER 4 Visa 
regulations even if you gain the required IELTS level in the June examinations. 
 
For those students who do not achieve the required level of IELTS in June you may want to 
enrol on the Summer school starting on July 19th for 6 weeks and retake your IELTS at the end 
of August.  The cost of the classes will be £100 per week. 
 
International Student Review

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Bangor University Scholarship Scheme 
 
We are presently drawing up a partnership agreement with Bangor University.  As part of this 
agreement we are considering offering students progressing to Bangor for Degree level of 
study a scholarship of £1000 for Arts, Business, and Humanities degrees, £1,500 for Science 
and Technology degrees.  This applies to Degree level study only.  If you have been offered a 
place at Bangor University and would like to apply for a Scholarship please ask at the 
International Office. 
 
Attendance on Courses 
 
You are required to attend all your classes.  Non attendance will show as an absence on your 
records (X).  Please do not ask your tutor to mark you as excused.  There are a small number of 
occasions where we will agree to mark you as Excused (E).  These include: 
 

�x Illness and injury  - as validated through a doctor’s note or self certification document 
(up to 3 days only) 

�x Death or serious illness of a close relative – as validated through a doctors note. 
�x Interview for a job or University – as validated through Interview letter. 

 
Absences of more than 20% in any 2 weeks will result in you being ‘put on report’ where tutors 
will need to sign your attendance sheet.  Persistent absence following that will result in 
warnings, reports to UK Border Agency and exclusion from College. 
 
Course Progression and Visa Renewals 
 
Many of you wish to continue your studies at Llandrillo college either on a new course or 
following the same course for September 2010.  It is very important that you have the right 
level of English to progress to your chosen course and to renew your visa. 
 
As a general guide these are the English levels required for course entry in September. 
 
Pre Degree Foundation, BTEC Nationals, 
Access to Higher Education, NVQ level 3, AS 
level 
 

 
Minimum IELTS level 5 or equivalent 

Foundation Degree, BA/BSc Degree, 
International Baccalaureate 
 

Minimum IELTS level 5.5 or equivalent 
 

Full time English Minimum IELTS 4.0 or equivalent of B1 English 
Level 

 
If you fail to gain the required level in May or June you are strongly advised to attend the 
summer school or English classes in your country and to retake your IELTS in August.  You will 
not be offered a place if you do not have the correct IELTS score. 
 
Visa Renewals 
 
You must have an unconditional offer for your next course of study to be able to renew your 
visa.  This offer must be from Llandrillo College or the University/College you have chosen to 
continue your studies with.  You may choose to renew your visa in the UK or in your own 
country.  You should apply at least 1 month before expiry. 
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IMPORTANT – If you are studying full time English and have to renew your visa you will have to 
achieve a minimum level of IELTS 4 before a CAS letter can be issued.  Any student with lower 
level English will not be able to renew and will need to return to their country to continue their 
English Language studies. 
 
You will be required to show the course fees for the first year of studies and £1,500 in your 
bank account to renew your visa.  Please see www.ukba.homeoffice.gov.uk for further 
guidance or call into the International Office. 
 
Please note that students renewing their visa from now on will be TIER 4 visa students and all 
new regulations relating to working time, English levels and absentee reports will apply. 
 
Course Fees 
 
A very small number of you have some course fees outstanding.  The last date for payment of 
outstanding fees (except for outstanding ‘Standing Orders’) will be Monday 19th May 2010.  
Any fees outstanding from this date will be followed up by Finance and our solicitors. 
 
No examination certificate will be issued to students with outstanding fees.  If you are not sure 
about any of this please ask in the International Office. 
 
IT Skills Week 28th June – 2nd July 
 
All courses at Llandrillo College require students to have a minimum level of competence in 
Information Technology.  This is so that you can undertake research, type assignments, send 
and receive emails and present your work correctly.  
 
If you wish to progress to a vocational or academic course at Llandrillo you will need to 
demonstrate relevant IT skills. 
 
During the week of 28th June we will be testing your skills and giving you the opportunity to 
improve them. 
 
All students will be tested on Monday 28th June, those of you who pass the competency test 
will not be required to attend for the rest of the week and will be marked as excused.  Those 
who do not pass will be required to undertake an IT course from Tuesday – Thursday and will 
need to pass the IT competency test at the end of the week to progress to the next level of the 
course. 
 
Sarah will be telling you more about these in the next few weeks so please listen to her 
carefully.
