LIVING ACCOMMODATION

The International Team wiill arrange host family accommodation for
you prior to your arrival at the College. Most of our host families live
within easy reach of the College. They will help you to settle into the
area and College and will support you in your studies. Alternatively,
you may wish to rent a house, flat or studio apartment.

HOST FAMILY

We realise how important it is to have a safe
and comfortable place to live. Our host family
accommodation is carefully selected and
personally approved by our International Team.

We strongly recommend host family accommodation
if you are coming to the UK for the first time and it is
compulsory for students who are under 18 years of
age. Living with a family will help you to learn about
British family life and practise your English at the
same time. Even if you would rather live by yourself,
living with a family for the first few months can help
you settle in and adjust to your new life in the UK.

You will have a single room in a comfortable home. The
room will consist of a single bed, wardrobe and study
area. There may be other students living in the house,
but they will be of a different nationality. The College

insists that the family give you a certain level of support

and service. Equally, you will be expected to live by
the rules of the house and show the family respect.

The minimum length of stay with a host family is
four weeks. If you are under 18 years of age, you
will need written permission from your parent

or guardian if you want to change host family.
Payment is made directly to your host family. A
British host family is not always two parents and
children; there are many different types of family.

You can choose from two different types
of host family accommodation:

Fully-Catered in a Family Home
You will be provided with breakfast and dinner
during the week and all meals at weekends.

Cost: From £85 per week. All your bills are included
and you should pay your host family directly.

Self-Catering in a Family Home

If you prefer to do your own cooking and live more
independently, this is the best option to choose. You
will still have the support of your host family when you
need it, but you will cook for and look after yourself.

Cost: From £65 per week. All your bills are included
and you should pay your host family directly.

RENTING A HOUSE, FLAT OR STUDIO APARTMENT
We do not place students in private rented flats or houses
but we will supply you with contact details of local letting
agents. The International Team will give you as much
assistance as possible to help you find a suitable property.

Cost: From £55 per week. Gas, electricity
and water bills are not included.

HOW TO APPLY

STAGE 1: APPLICATION

The application form is available by emailing
international@Ilandrillo.ac.uk or can be downloaded
from the website. You should post, fax or email your
completed application form to Llandrillo College’s
International Office. A registration fee is payable with
your application. This is refundable on receipt of your
visa refusal documents (less an administration fee).

In order to ensure your application is dealt with as

quickly as possible, please include the following:

= A passport-sized photograph of yourself

= Photocopies of all qualification certificates and/or
school reports translated into English

= Photocopies of English Language results (if applicable)

= A letter from the person who will be paying your
tuition fees, stating they will fund all your studies
and living costs for the duration of your course

STAGE 2: COURSE ACCEPTANCE LETTER

A course offer letter from the College will be sent to
you to enable you to apply for your student visa from
the British Embassy or High Commission in your
country. You will also be sent information on applying
for a student visa, an accommodation request form,
an airport collection form, pre-arrival information

and an invoice for the balance of your fees.

STAGE 3: FINAL ARRANGEMENTS

You should inform us as soon as you have received your
student visa. You should return the accommodation
request form immediately and the airport collection
form as soon as possible. The balance of your

fees should be transferred at this stage, or at least

four weeks before the start of your course.

STAGE 4: ARRIVAL & WELCOME

After arriving at Manchester Airport, the driver will take you
immediately to your accommodation. On your first day at
College, you will be met by a member of the International
Team who will show you around the College, introduce you
to your Personal Tutor and generally help you to settle in.

PAYMENT AND
REFUND OF FEE
PROCEDURES

1. REGISTRATION FEE

A registration fee is payable before a course offer is given.
This registration fee is non-refundable, unless the student’s
visa is refused (evidence must be shown) or the course

is withdrawn. An administration fee of £100 will be retained.

2. PAYMENT OF TUITION FEES

Tuition fees are payable in full in GBP Sterling only, to
Llandrillo College, by either International Bank transfer/
cash/cheque/visa/mastercard, at least 30 days prior

to the start of the course. The College will not be
responsible for any monies paid to an agent. Unpaid

fees may result in automatic withdrawal from the College.

3. REFUND PROCEDURES

If a student withdraws from Llandrillo College, refunds will
not automatically be given. Refund decisions are taken at
the sole discretion of Llandrillo College’s International Team.
Consideration will be given to cases where students
withdraw in exceptional circumstances. Cases will be
considered on an individual basis.
